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SPECIAL NEEDS CHILDREN NEED SPECIAL CARE  -  AN OPPORTUNITY TO LEARN & SERVE 
 

One of the groups WNC tries to reach out to each year during Easter is a support group for families 

with special needs children.  Although they do not need our financial help like most of our clients 

do, they do need our love, support and prayers ... just as much as all the others in our community 

we serve.  This month, as we reach out to this group during the Easter holiday to let them know we 

care, we have asked parent and group member, Julie Heibel, to share a bit about their group, and 

the hardships they face every day so that we all may learn to appreciate these loving families.   

Together, we can reach out to care for them, just like we would for any in need in our community.  
 

Our group, Waunakee Special Needs Community Connection, formed about 3 years 

ago.  Our purpose is to bring families together to share ideas, support, and resources.  

Most families are from the Waunakee area but, we have also welcomed some from 

the surrounding area.  As most know, it is a challenging job to raise a family and  

Special Needs families are no different.  Our needs are ever changing and we  

welcome new ideas and things to make it all go smoother day to day.  Our needs for 

outside help probably make us more unique.  For instance, weõve gotten to know many Speech, 

autism and Occupational therapists; Social Workers, Special Education Teachers, Psychologists,  

Psychiatrists, etc.  We have been privileged to meet such giving and wonderful people.  They have 

hearts of gold and have been guardian angels through some very trying times.   
 

If you donõt have special children like ours, you probably arenõt familiar with the kinds of 

difficulties we have.  Kids with special needs generally need more supervision, especially, 

when going out into the community for shopping, church, school activities, swim lessons, 

etc.  This puts a heavy burden on parents as they try to integrate themselves into the 

community.  Siblings sometimes have to take on roles of caretaker, and have to have 

more patience, understanding and compassion.  Siblings often give up things because their special 

needs sibling takes up so much of their parentõs time and attention.   
 

In times of budget shortfalls and cutting back, kids with special needs often have services taken 

away.  This puts additional burden on the parent to obtain services, funding, and get politically  

involved for change.  There is no magic book that tells us what to do or how to do it.  It is an  

unpaved road that we keep building.  We are striving to get our kids what they need and deserve.  

This is a full time job within itself but, we often work outside our homes also.  Some of our children 

have needs similar to a toddler or infant but, are older and bigger. Many parents are unable to 

work and stay home to care for their Special Needs Child.   I recently saw a statistic stating that the 

divorce rate of these families is 80% because of the stress and difficulty raising a special needs child.   
 

Our group meets on the 4 th Tuesday of each month at 6:30pm.  We meet at the  

Village Center and have a picnic at a local park in the summertime for the whole 

family.  Unfortunately, we do not have babysitting arranged for these meetings..  

Spouses often work with demanding jobs where they must travel frequently.  Our  

biggest needs are help caring for our children.  We would welcome some assistance 

especially so that parents could attend our meetings .  If able to assist our group with
